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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to determine attitudes towards the use of
conventional medicines of people in Bangkok : case study in Bangkok-noi area. The
data had been collected by questionnaire. Descriptive statistics were classified by
frequency.

The results of this study showed that the most samples were females
(53.3%), single status (70.5%), the ages of between 21 and 30 years (49.2%) and they
had moderate health status (59.5%). The samples divided into two groups; 108 users
(35.5%) and 196 non-user (64.5%). The demographic informations of user groups have
no significant relation with decision for whether or not {o use conventional medicines.
With respect to the attitudes, either users or non-users agreed with the conventional
medicines were safety, clean, good packaging, cheap and decrease expense from
foreign. For the users, the most of them chose to use tablets for internal dosage form
(58.3%). In contrast, cintment was chose to use external dosage form (53.7%). Most of
symptoms that they used conventional medicines were gastrointestinal system (33.6%).
Andrographis was used the most for relieve that symptoms (15.4%). After using, the
most of users got better (67.6%) and were bought the most conventional medicines in

modem medicine pharmacies (55.6%).
